Type section headings in bold-style and “all caps”.

Type section sub-headings in bold-style.

Sub-sub headings

Type sub-sub headings in Italic.

Illustrations, photographs and tables
Figures (see example in Fig.1) should be centered, with captions below them and sequentially numbered with Arabic numbers. The size of illustrations, photographs and tables (see example Tab. 1) must not exceed the frame (220mm*150mm) and can either be enbedded in the text or placed at the end of the text. Only black and white photographs are acceptable. Type figure and table captures in Times 12 pt.

Formulae
Equations should be centered, and should be separated from the text by 1 blank paragraph. They must be numbered consecutively throughout the text. Equation numbers must be enclosed in parenthesis and right–adjusted.
